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Egypt - Israel boundary 1949-1967 (1982 present)

Egypt - Palestine separating line 1841. This line was proposed by the Ottoman
Empire as a separating line between Egypt and the Ottoman Empire in 1892

First Turkish (Mukhtar Pasha) proposal 1892 (Aqaba-Suez-Rafah)
Rafah-Suez line was recognized as the eastern frontier of Egypt by the Turkish
Government up to 1906

Geometric Straight Line 1906. Became administrative separating line between
Egypt and the remainder of the Ottoman Empire by agreement of 1.10.1906
